BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT OR SPECIFIC AIMS:  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Integration of pharmacogenomics into routine practice is becoming more commonplace as guidelines and drug labeling provide recommendations based on pharmacogenetic test results. Here at Arkansas Children’s we have been live with our pharmacogenomics panel for over 4 years, however, the characterization of its implementation has not been completed in our solid organ transplant recipients. This project aims to evaluate these patients pharmacogenetic test results and relevant prescribed medication therapy.

5. Utilize the electronic health record to complete data collection
6. Analyze results
7. Poster presentation
8. Manuscript preparation
